partner families are required to attend homeownership training courses and work their way out of heavy 
debt and credit problems including obtaining jobs to increase their income in order to qualify for a Habi-
tat mortgage.  The entire program is tailored for success but it is up to the partner families to make it hap-
pen and in these cases, the work has already begun.
